FROM 2 JANUARY 2009 TO 27 FEBRUARY 2009
The Council is inviting parents and parental groups who have a relevant interest to contribute to a new consultation process on the school admission arrangements in Gateshead from September 2010 for statutory school age children.

Parents of children aged 2 to 16 years of age who will be of statutory school age by September 2010 are now able to comment on the school admission arrangements for all Gateshead schools. 

Admission arrangements include:
School Admission Policies -containing the admission rules - how we, the Council for Community Schools, and for Voluntary Aided Schools who are their own Admission Authority decide  which groups of children  should be allocated places

Planned Admission Numbers -the admission limits for the number of places  allocated at each school each year

Co-ordinated admission schemes- the administrative schemes that ensure we do not miss out on offering a place to any child

Catchment areas used for Community and voluntary controlled Schools and Parish boundaries used for some Voluntary Aided (church) Schools to help allocate places
