	Homes in the past – Changes within living memory
Why Year 1/2? This unit allows children to explore the concept of ‘history’ by looking at the changing nature of aspect of life that are accessible to all children – childhood and school. This unit also develops children’s’ understanding of chronology, timelines, duration and the concept of change over time. 


Chronology – Sequencing events on a timeline
Similarities and Differences – Comparing their childhood to grandparents/parents (Link to Historical Enquiry)

	Castles 
Why Year 1/2? – Year 1 Childrenwill  develop their understanding
that some events in history happened beyond living memory and had a lasting legacy (e.g. Normans first brought castles to Britain). Year 2 children will continue to develop their chronological understanding as well as our locality’s place in British history.
Continuity and Change – Evolution of castles (i.e. materials – first wood, evolved to stone)
Similarities and Differences: Sense of period
Significance and Interpretation – How did the Battle of Hasting’s change British history?
	Grace Darling 
Why Year 1/2? – Children will learn about a significant
person from their own locality – Grace Darling. They will learn about why she is an important figure in history and what her legacy is. The children will also build their chronological understanding by exploring another period of history – Victorian England. This will help us to build an idea of what life in the past was like for Grace Darling (and more specifically, children and girls during the Victorian period). We will make links to their schooling and home life and how this was similar/different from our lives today. This will enable the children to understand even more why Grace Darling’s actions were so significant (young girl rescuing a shipwreck/being a hero). 
Continuity and Change – What was life like for Grace Darling in the Victorian period? 
Significance and Interpretation – How did Grace Darling become famous/Why is Grace Darling a significant person is history?

Cycle A
	Great Fire of London and Gateshead
Why Year 1/2? Children will begin to explore events that happened beyond our living memory. This allows the children to place the event in a chronological context, develop their understanding of timelines and helps builds children’s sense of era. It also provides the children with the opportunity to learn about a significant historical event in their own locality.
Cause and Effect - Did the Great Fire of London change how the Great Fire of Gateshead was handled?
Continuity and Change – Methods/Techniques

	Explorers
Why Year 1/2? Children continue to develop their chronological awareness, helping them to confidently sequence events and individuals on a timeline related to a particular theme (Historical progression in KS1). This also provides children with the opportunity to learn about significant individuals and use this to compare aspects of life in different periods – specifically children will understand how the era they were born in largely influenced how each person was able to explore (Ibn Battuta vs Neil Armstrong
Continuity and Change
Similarities and Differences
Significance and Interpretation – What did the explorers find? How is it significant nationally and/or globally?

	Women Who Changed the World
Why Year 1/2? Children have the chance to learn about women’s role in history and how, at times, it may have differed to others (e.g. explorers – mostly men). It also allows more opportunities to learn about significant individuals and use this to compare aspects of life in different periods. Children will begin to understand that different groups of people will have had different experiences of an era.
